After this, the choir will be performing 
a few songs and we are hoping to sing a few carols but parents are free to leave 
whenever they need to. 

 

Next week we will send out a more detailed letter with information about the 
logistics of the two performances. You should have already received a note to 
say what clothing needs to be provided. 

 

There is no charge for tickets but we do ask that parents book tickets using the 
same on-line portal as the parents evening booking system:

You will be presented with a log-in screen where you will need to enter your 
name, your email address (if you enter your email address, you will receive an 
email confirmation of your booking) and your child's name and DOB.  You can 
then log on and continue with your booking(s).   It is very straight forward, but if 
you do have a problem, or do not have access to the internet, please speak to 
Jane, who can make the booking(s) for you. 

Each family will be allotted 3 tickets per performance but please let us know if 
you require any additional tickets as we will do our best to accommodate your 
requirements. 

 

Bookings for this are now open, but will close on Wednesday 7th December, 
to allow time for distribution of any extra ticket requests.   Again, there is no 
charge for these tickets, we just need an idea of numbers for Health & Safety 
reasons.
