English


Children will write for a range of purposes including poetry, letter writing, diary and narrative. We begin this term exploring features of non-fiction text, learning and performing poetry from contemporary children’s poet Diane Z. We will then look at non-fiction text as well as fiction stories from other cultures. We will continue to work on spelling, punctuation and grammar. Regular reading both at school and home will be a central focus to learning and enjoyment of different genres.

















Music


This term we will be exploring both contemporary music from artists such as Joan Armatrading, Jimi Hendrix …as well as taking the opportunity to have ago at listening to and creating some of our own African inspired music as well as creating a piece which includes the use of costume. 











Computing





The children will be developing skills and carrying out research using Microsoft word, as well using search engines effectively, to carry out a range of work this term.














DT


Ladoca class will be working and exploring with the use of clay to create African inspired masks.
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RE


RE this term will be exploring non-Christian units. In Ladoca we will be learning about the Hindu faith and discovering the different customs and beliefs. 
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Science


This term Ladoca class will study changes of state-compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases. Later in the term we will also explore the water cycle- identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature. They will be developing skills to ask relevant questions related to their scientific observations.








History


For our topic this term, Ladoca class will be drawing on elements from Black History month-researching, using a range of sources about our knowledge of the past, the process of change, the diversity of societies and relationships between different groups and learning about inspirational people both historical and contemporary such as Martin Luther King, Walter Tull, Mary Seacole, Lewis Hamilton, Barrac Obama, Mo Farrah and Jessica Ennis.
