Computing


This term we will be exploring a computer programme named Kodu. The children will use sequence, selection and repetition throughout this programme to design a custom-built world. Also, they will learn different input and output commands to navigate and instruct a friendly creature around the environment.

What was it like to live in Victorian times?





Autumn Term 2019








DT


In Victorian times, one DT skill taught was sewing.  We will be learning to stitch and embroider to produce something useful and attractive.











RE


This term we will be exploring the Old Testament stories about Noah and Abraham and looking at faith and covenants.  We will also be exploring the work of the Salvation Army which was founded during Victorian times.  Later we will look at the Church’s year; what baptism is all about, and develop our understanding of incarnation nearer Christmas.
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Maths


This term we are introducing the ‘Power Maths’ resources to the classroom.  This provides us with a range of powerpoint resources to use with the children to introduce each lesson.  The children will be encouraged to use a range of materials to help their understanding in order to support them in being able to reason confidently and solve problems.  Morning maths sessions every morning focus on number knowledge.  This is crucial for children’s mathematical development.  Please ensure children are in school at 8.45 so that they benefit fully from morning maths, and also support with learning times tables and completing homework.











English


During our daily English lessons, the children will be working on different genres throughout the term.  We will begin with fiction and use the ‘Talk for Writing’ technique where the children explore and learn a key text before using this to guide their own writing.


We will also be using Read, Write Inc. resources to help with the learning of spellings.  Neat, consistent, joined handwriting is essential and we will be practising this regularly.  Please support your child by hearing them read daily, encouraging the learning of spellings and completion of homework on the ‘Pick and Mix’ sheet.




















PE


PE lessons will be on Tuesdays and Wednesdays.  The Cornish Pirates education team will be leading rugby sessions throughout the term on a Tuesday.  In the first half term we will be developing our physical fitness and teamwork skills and after half term we will be swimming on a Wednesday morning.  


Please ensure full PE kit is in school each week.








History and Geography


We have chosen this history-based topic because we are working in the original Victorian school.  We will be using a wide range of primary source material – census documents, school records, old photos, eye-witness accounts, maps and plans – to find out as much as we can about our Victorian school, the people who funded it, worked and played in it.  


We will also be finding out about the lives of Victorian children from across society at the time, focussing particularly on children in industry in Cornwall.  In Victorian times, primary industry was of utmost importance in Cornwall – what was it and what type of jobs did people have?  Using census information we will explore families at work.  


We will include educational visits and special Victorian days as part of our learning.











Science


During the term we have chosen to focus on different states of matter. This will include classifying and grouping materials based on their properties. Observing changes in state through the process of heating and cooling. Later in the term, we will understand how fossils are formed, investigate rocks, soil and organic matter.
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
